· Do you have expertise in the field of occupational safety and health?  
· Would you be interested presenting to a conference of professionals? 

If so, you are cordially invited to submit a proposal for consideration as a breakout session at the 24th Annual Alabama Governor's Safety and Health Conference.  The conference is scheduled for August 29 – 31, 2011, in Orange Beach, Alabama.  This conference is devoted exclusively to improving safety and health in the work environment.   
Our Mission: To promote occupational safety and health in Alabama by providing an annual forum for the sharing of knowledge and the recognition of excellence.
The conference is typically attended by over 500 professionals who represent a variety of employers including manufacturing, government, education, construction, transportation, and health care.  If you are interested in making a presentation to this conference we would like to hear from you.

Be aware that all selected speakers will be held to the highest of professional standards and must agree to the following conditions of participation:

1. Any presentation accepted must not be viewed as an opportunity to make a sales pitch for a particular product or service.  Speakers will be monitored on making sales presentations.  Offenders will not be invited again. 

2. You may share your ideas, information, or new and unique techniques for solving workplace health issues or improving safety programs with industry, state government, or educational leaders from Alabama and surrounding states.  Topics should be practical and relevant to safety and health workplace issues.  

3. All presentations should have formal learning objectives and be presented using the highest standards of training delivery techniques and sensitivity to differing points of view.  

4. Each breakout session will be 60 minutes minimum plus 15 minutes for questions, or a maximum of 75 minutes.  

5. The 75-minute breakout sessions are not intended as detailed training classes.  They are intended as an opportunity for the speaker to introduce topic “awareness” by providing updated information, and providing attendees with information they can use to bring about change or improvement in their work environment.  

6. The Alabama Governor's Safety and Health Conference is unable to pay honorariums, travel or lodging costs.  Past presenters have found that exposure during their presentation and knowledge gained through attending the conference generally adds professional value.
7. Speakers are not charged a conference registration fee, and are encouraged to attend as many breakout sessions as their time allows.

8. A CD will be given to the conference participants with all speakers’ presentations and any supplemental material included, if presenters provide material within the allotted timeframe. Paper copies are not distributed.
9. If you have more than one topic which you would like to have considered, a separate proposal is required for each.
10. To be considered, each proposal must include the information contained in this document and be received by the date specified below.  Specifically this includes: (1) Speaker contact information; (2) Abstract of your proposed topic from the attached matrix; (3) Previous experience; and, (4) Professional biography.
11. Preference will be given to presentations on topics selected from the attached matrix.  Topics not included on the matrix may also be submitted.  If you choose to submit a topic not on the matrix, please indicate which of the eight conference tracks the topic would best fit.
12. Submission of your proposal(s) is due by the close of business on Friday, April 15, 2011
Each submitted proposal will be evaluated by the Conference Planning Committee.   You will be notified by Friday, May 20, 2011 if your topic has been selected for inclusion in the 2011Conference.  Those submitting a proposal are encouraged to keep the conference dates (August 29 - 31, 2011) open until May 20th.
